· Te Reo me ōna tikanga Māori: You will be confident in your identity and culture.

Preference will be given to those students who: 
· are in their last year of study; 
· have proven academic merit; 
· can demonstrate commitment to Te Reo Māori me ōna Tikanga; 
· can demonstrate commitment to Te Arawa iwi, hapū, whānau, marae;
The Scholarships are awarded annually and are for a one-year period.

The recipient of the Postgraduate Scholarship must provide one bound copy of their thesis to the Stafford Collection of the Rotorua Public Library.
